C -INSTALLATION OF YOUR COOLER.

2 holes with the diameter of 7 mm and depth of 40 mm are drilled on a surface, the 
solidness of which is ensur ed, on the A axis which you have determined according to the 
device.

Expansion bolt of 8 mm is driven into both holes tightly.

2 screws of 4,8x38 YSB DIN NO:7981 are inserted into the expansion bolt that are 
driven tightly.

It is necessary to leave the distance of 2-3 mm between the head of the screw and the 
expansion bolt and for inserting the hanging plates behind the cooler to the screws. 
Note: Leaving the screws excessively long may cause detachment of the cooler.

While hanging the device onto the expansion bolt, you can align the screw and slot 
hole from the hole on the side surface of the hanging plate.

Shelf spaces of your product can be adjusted as desired.
There are numbers on the backup strips so as to even up the shelf spaces easily. Adjust the backup strips according to 
the desired space and attach its clips. To attach the shelf clips, insert the lower part of the foot into the backup strip 
and press the upper part with your hand inward and attach the shelf clips. To attach the shelves, open the cover of the 
device 90° and install the shelves. You can remove the shelves and shelf clips by doing the opposite process.
Do not mount the shelves in an inclined way.
